 Regular Meeting

April 8, 2013

The Village of Ashton Board of Trustees met at 7:30 P.M. on April 8, 2013 in the Village Hall with President Martinez presiding. Trustees in attendance were David Balch, Tom Balch, Andrew Kida, Mike Emmons, Dean Meurer and Richard Russell. Motion was made by Kida, seconded by Meurer to approve the March minutes. Voice votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried. 

Motion was made by Kida, seconded by Meurer to draw upon the treasury to pay the monthly bills and payroll in the amount of $89,213.35. Voice votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried. 

Old Business: 
Martinez said he had spoken to the AFC school board president and Mr. Zick about a few concerns the AFC beer garden at the Summer Celebration. Kida made a motion, seconded by Emmons to approve the AFC fund raiser beer garden for the Summer Celebration. Voice votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried. 
New Business:
Kida went over the proposed Investment Policy for Ashton Cemetery and said that Sandy Pankhurst said that the investment history should show that they had also invested in Federal Bonds. Kida made a motion, seconded by Emmons to accept the Investment Policy for Ashton Cemetery.  Tom Balch asked if all future gifts will be invested in the same way. Kida said yes unless designated to a specific project such as seal coating the roads at the cemetery but that the goal is to not be stuck in low investments.  Roll call votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried.
Tom Balch talked to the board about the JB Plumbing bill and that it should be reimbursed by the homeowner where the work was done. 

Emmons announced that the park cleanup was scheduled for May 11, 2013 at 9:00 A.M. and that employees from the First National Bank, Casey’s and some high school students would be helping. 
Martinez told the board that liquor license renewal requests had been received from Ashton Foods, Casey’s, Ralphie & LuLu’s and the Sidetrack. Kida made a motion, seconded by T Balch to renew the liquor license for Ashton Foods, Casey’s, Ralphie & LuLu’s and the Sidetrack. Voice votes, 5 ayes T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, 1 abstain – D Balch, motion carried.  
Chief Farringer’s monthly police report listed 224 hours worked, 69 gallons fuel, 1290 miles, 0-adult arrests, 0-juvenile detained, 0-criminal offense reports, 11-public services, 7-traffic enforcements, and no fines were not listed on the report. Farringer said with the warmer weather the kids were out and reported that the flashing light was up at the Mills & Petrie building and has a sign that says to proceed with caution. There are buttons located on the north and south sides of the highway which when pushed will trigger the flashing crossing lights to alert traffic that there are pedestrians ready to cross. The lights do not require traffic to stop so pedestrians need to proceed with caution. 

Kida announced that the cemetery cleanup on April 2 was a success and that they are getting a lot further along on the data entry on the cemetery records and should be done in another one and a half months. Kida informed the board that the white tips on the cemetery fence has rust showing through and the painting contractor had been contacted and Sherwin Williams will cover the cost of repainting the fence.
Russell reported that the library had gotten their per capita grant. 
Tom Balch made a motion, seconded by Kida to adjourn to executive session. Voice votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried. 

Upon returning from executive session Martinez informed the public that it had been for closed session recordings and minutes and employee compensation. 
Kida made a motion, seconded by Russell to release recording of April 11, 2011, May 9, 2011, June 13, August 8, 2011, September 12, 2011, October 10, 2011, May 14, 2012, July 9, 2012, August 13, 2012, September 10, 2012, and December 10, 2012; and then to destroy recordings of December 14, 2009, April 12, 2010, April 11, 2011, May 9, 2011, June 13, 2011, August 8, 2011, September 12, 2011. Voice votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried. 

Tom Balch made a motion, seconded by Russell to give a 2% increase to Darrell Farringer, Sharon Van Dam, Sandra Pankhurst and Casper Manheim and to change the under 18 part time street employees back to $7.75 effective May 1, 2013. Roll call votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried. 

Martinez said the Mills & Petrie board will bring back recommendation for wages for their employees.
Kida made a motion, seconded by Tom Balch to adjourn. Voice votes, 6 ayes – D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, motion carried. 8:50 P.M.
