February 10, 2014
The Village of Ashton Board of Trustees met at 7:30 P.M. on February 10, 2014 in the Village Hall with President Ross presiding. Trustees in attendance were David Balch, Tom Balch, Susan Larson, Dean Meurer and Kevin O’Dell. Motion was made by D Balch, seconded by Larson to approve the January minutes. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 
Motion was made by T Balch, seconded by D Balch to draw upon the treasury to pay the monthly bills, payroll and the additional bills in the amount of $93,480.61. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, , Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 

Michelle Brown from Casey’s General Store requested their liquor license be amended to include the sale of hard liquor. Following discussion Ross said Ashton already has three places that sell hard liquor and that his answer would be no.
Greg Query and Adam Heal talked to the board about the right sized coverage on village properties. Ross said he was comfortable with the new values. Following discussion it was tabled until next month. 
Ross reported to the board that Northern Illinois Disposal is looking for an increase from $6.21 to $9.50 per customer per month. Following discussion it was tabled until next month. 
Following discussion D Balch made a motion, seconded by O’Dell to close off the village parking lot by the Mills & Petrie by fencing it all off. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 
Following discussion D Balch made a motion, seconded by T Balch to approve an Ordinance Incorporating the Cannabis Control Act and Drug Paraphernalia Control Act as Offenses under the Village Ordinances. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 
Following discussion D Balch made a motion, seconded by T Balch to approve an Ordinance Establishing Additional Traffic and Vehicle Penalties Adding Section 70-7 in the Ashton Ordinances Providing for State Penalties and Driving Under the Influence, the Illinois Vehicle Code in general, Snowmobile Registration and Safety Act and Child Passenger Protection Act. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 
Following discussion D Balch made a motion, seconded by T Balch to amend and replace section 1-10 of the Village of Ashton Ordinances as to the minimum fine schedule previously identified as Ordinance No. 101209 adding certain offenses and modifying certain minimum fines. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 
Following discussion T Balch made a motion, seconded by Meurer to approve Ordinance Supplementing and Amending Ordinance 011209 relating to Borrowing Funds from the Water Pollution Control Revolving Loan Fund. Roll call votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 
Following discussion Meurer made a motion, seconded by D Balch to approve an Ordinance Repealing the Resolution Establishing an Investment Policy for the Ashton Cemetery. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 
D Balch made a motion, seconded by T Balch to adjourn. Voice votes, 5 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Mike Emmons, motion carried. 10:00 P.M.
