Regular Meeting

February 8, 2016

The Village of Ashton Board of Trustees met at 7:00 P.M. February 8, 2016 in the Village Hall with President Ross presiding.  Trustees in attendance were Tom Balch, Tim Henert, Susan Larson, Dean Meurer and Kevin O’Dell. Absent: Meghan Clark.  
Motion was made by Larson, seconded by Henert to approve the January minutes. Voice votes, 5 ayes - Balch, Henert, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent Clark. Motion carried.

Motion was made by Balch, seconded by Henert to draw upon the treasury to pay the monthly bills, payroll, additional bills in the amount of $65,700.11. Voice votes, 5 ayes - Balch, Henert, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent Clark. Motion carried.

Lee County Sheriff John Simonton gave a presentation on the upcoming Lee County Detention Facility Public Facilities Referendum that proposes a 1% tax for anyone purchasing tangible goods in Lee County. Simonton stated that the current jail had not been in compliance for years. There is a lack of diversity for classification of inmates, infrastructure deterioration, damage caused to jail and lower offices, poor ventilation, no mental health, medical or juvenile cells and inadequate segregation of inmates.
O’Dell reported on the Streets & Alley Committee meeting held February 3rd. O’Dell said he had met with Brian Wolber of Wolber & Sons Excavating to discuss various applications for street maintenance and repair.
Balch told the board there had been a few sewer line issues on various streets. 
Ross went over bids for the watermain project on Main Street and recommended the low bid by Go Excavating. Larson made a motion, seconded by Balch to award the bid to Go Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $272,011.00. Roll call votes, 5 ayes - Balch, Henert, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent Clark. Motion carried.

Larson updated the board on the progress of the shelter at the splash pad.
Balch made a motion, seconded by Meurer to adjourn.  Voice votes, 5 ayes - Balch, Henert, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 1 absent Clark. Motion carried. 8:00 PM
