Regular Meeting

January 10, 2011

The Village of Ashton Board of Trustees met at 7:30 P.M. on January 10, 2011 in the Village Hall with President Martinez presiding. Trustees in attendance were Balch, Bolen, Emmons, Henert, Kida and Russell. Motion was made by Kida, seconded by Emmons to approve the December minutes. Voice votes, 6 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Motion was made by Russell, seconded by Henert to draw upon the treasury to pay the monthly bills and payroll in the amount of $40,830.44. Voice votes, 6 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Martinez reported that he had received the plans for hanging Ashton’s Illinois Lincoln Highway Coalition mural and that it was in the process of being painted.
Russell said he would like to have approval on doing the wall to separate the salt from the equipment. Martinez said he didn’t put it on the agenda because it was not on the top of the priority list and would take a look at it when reviewing the new fiscal year budget.

Martinez said that the owner of 708 Cartwright has requested reimbursement for lost wages because of a sewer back up in his basement. Bartels said that in the process of redoing the highway some stuff had fallen in the manhole creating a blockage and that a professional had been hired to clean out the main line by the street. Balch said that in the past the village had paid for clean out, but to his knowledge they had never paid for lost wages. Russell said he felt the village had done their part by taking care of the problem. Martinez called for a motion to pay the lost wages for a total of $424.03, but died for a lack of motion.
Chief Hetland’s monthly police report listed 224.5 hours worked, 1051 miles, 112.43 gallons fuel, 1-adult arrests, 0-juvenile detained, 1-criminal offense reports, 6-public services, 26-traffic enforcements and $135.00 in paid fines. 

Van Dam requested passage of the Resolution to Apply to Participate in the National Flood Insurance Program. Russell made a motion, seconded by Emmons to pass the resolution. Voice votes, 6 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried. Ayes: 6- Balch, Bolen, Emmons, Henert, Kida, Russell


Van Dam requested permission to purchase a digital camera for village use. Russell made a motion, seconded by Emmons to purchase of a camera up to $200. Voice votes, 6 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried. Ayes: 6- Balch, Bolen, Emmons, Henert, Kida, Russell
Russell reported that the roof at the Mills & Petrie had leaked in the gymnasium area. Key Builders and Willett & Hofmann have been notified and the board agreed that the village insurance company should also be notified.
Manheim approached the board about raising the building permit fees to get Ashton in the ballpark with what other towns are charging. Discussion was tabled to next months meeting.
Tess presented a suggested ordinance to use as a worksheet to address the multi residence use on one meter. Discussion was tabled to next months meeting.
Kida made a motion, seconded by Emmons to adjourn. Voice votes, 6 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
