Regular Meeting

June 9, 2014

The Village of Ashton Board of Trustees met at 7:30 P.M. on June 9, 2014 in the Village Hall with President Ross presiding. Trustees in attendance were David Balch, Tom Balch, Mike Emmons, Susan Larson, Dean Meurer and Kevin O’Dell. 

Motion was made by T Balch, seconded by Larson to approve the May minutes. Voice votes, 6 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 0 absent, motion carried. 

Motion was made by D Balch, seconded by Emmons to draw upon the treasury to pay the monthly bills, payroll and the additional bills in the amount of $48,456.39. Voice votes, 6 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 0 absent, motion carried. 

Lois Erickson asked about plans to fix the gravel on Douglas from the water repair. Ross said there were 5 or 6 around town and will fix them all at the same time.
Ross asked Manheim if he had a chance to look at the rebar in question. Manheim said it should be rounded off.
Ross talked to the board about residential rental property and the need to require reporting names of renters.
Meurer would like for the Community Economic Development committee to meet Monday, June 16 at 7:00 P.M. at the Village Hall.
D Balch said the first step for street repairs would be looking at Main Street. Ross said he would like to do the watermains on Main Street with the $150,000 grant money at the same time the street is done.
Ross reported that the garbage truck had hit the tree in front of Dean Meurer and needs to come down.
T Balch reported that Bartels said since repairing watermains the water pumped verses metered is as close as it’s ever been.
Larson announced a park meeting Tuesday at 6:00 P.M. and that work on the splash pad was under way. Ross said he thought it would be ready for a July 4th opening.
Larson told the board that Warner Landscaping had completed the circle by Casey’s and that she had also spoken with Tom White about getting the painting done on the park equipment and shelter. Jim Jones is supposed to check on locks for the restrooms.
Van Dam told the board that the 2014-2015 Prevailing Wage Ordinance, Estimated Revenue and Budgeted Expenditures and the Annual Appropriation Ordinance needed to be introduced.

T Balch made a motion, seconded by Larson to introduce the 2014-2015 Prevailing Wage Ordinance. Voice votes, 6 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 0 absent, motion carried. 

Larson made a motion, seconded by D Balch to introduce the 2014-2015 Estimated Revenue and Budgeted Expenditures. Voice votes, 6 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 0 absent, motion carried. 

D Balch made a motion, seconded by Emmons to introduce the 2014-2015 Annual Appropriation Ordinance. Voice votes, 6 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 0 absent, motion carried. 

T Balch told the board the memorial and dedication services at the cemetery had gone well.
T Balch reported that the Mills & Petrie board had given pay increases and that Rod & Monetta Young had been hired after their probation period had ended. Heating thermostats are being put on individual heaters for better control and that they should get a pay back on utility costs.
Ross reported they have some sample ordinance on dogs but there was a lot to think about and may have something to look at next month.
T Balch made a motion, seconded by D Balch to adjourn.  Voice votes, 6 ayes - D Balch, T Balch, Emmons, Larson, Meurer and O’Dell, 0 nays, 0 absent, motion carried. 8:00 P.M.
